 MINUTES OF COMMITTEE MEETING 2nd JANUARY 2012

MEETING OPENED AT 1800 HRS

Prior to any matters being raised the President thanked the Committee for attending.
1. DEBTORS.  An up to date list of debtors has been received from the administrator and it shows that there is just over €7,000 showing as debts.  May I respectively remind you that each and every one of us is responsible for paying the Community Fee as soon as possible after the date of collection is made known.  It was agreed by the Committee that a letter would be written to Servigest asking them to look into the problem and to take any action they can in order to reduce the debts.
2. PAINTING OF COMMUNAL WALLS.  It was agreed by the Committee that paint and primer would be bought out of Community Funds in order to paint the walls on either side of the ally at the end of the cul-de-sac in Calle Taray.  As this is the only wall within the community that is not part of someone’s property the offer by Dave & Sue Donaldson and Ian Croft to paint the wall was gratefully received.
3. OVERGROWN GARDENS.  Recently three of the overgrown gardens have been cleared by a local gardener.  The payment for the clearing has been made and the cost will be passed on to the owner.  Each one of the three was given a period of time to respond to a letter written to them by Servigest.  As there was no reply from any of them the work was carried out.
4. ROAD SIGNS.  It was suggested by the Vice President that clearer road signs were required in order to assist people looking for a particular address.   Concern was voiced with regard to emergency vehicles being delayed by poorly signposted roads.  The President pointed out that for a while now the Town Hall have been saying that at least one large plan of the Urbanisation was to placed in a prominent position.  The President said he would make enquiries with the Town Hall as to what progress has been made and whether they would pay for any extra road signs.
5. SWIMMING POOL SPRINKLERS.   Further to the comments in the last minutes with regard to the sprinklers it was agreed that the pool contractors would be asked to give an estimate as to the cost of renewing or repairing the system.
6. CHRISTMAS PARTY.  It was proposed and unanimously agreed that a vote of thanks 
be given to the Social Committee for organising a very successful Christmas party.  
This being the first Committee Meeting of 2012 the whole committee wishes all community members a very Happy and Prosperous New Year.
