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[image: image2.jpg]ARTICLE 1°. - The present standing orders for the Owners of the urbanisation
LA HERRADA 107-250, were established according to the regulations recognised
in the Community’s Statutes and approved on September 29" 2006 being in
conformity with the agreements of the Owners General Meeting held on the same
day. They were also established in order to regulate the relationship between
neighbours and establish the details for an honourable, tranquil, harmonious
and solidly united communal life.

The following rules and regulations are obligatory for all the owners,
guests and any person living in the community, temporarily or otherwise.

ARTICLE 2°. - Modifications of these standing orders can only be made, first
or in second convocation, by the Owners’ General Meeting, in conformity with
the participation of Owners who represent at least 75% of the Urbanisation’s
total assets.

ARTICLE 3°. - Any Owners not being up to date with all the Community payments
will not have any say in any matter in the meetings.

ARTICLE 4°. - Every Owner must use the communal facilities prudently and
discreetly in order to avoid encroachments and trouble for the Community. It

is also the responsibility of the Owners to ensure their guests uphold the
rules and regulations of the Community which include rules of the swimming
pool. Therefore, it is obligatory that a copy of these rules be both available
and brought to the attention of all guests.

ARTICLE 5°. - The pathways and interior access roads, the gateways and
communal entrances must not be used as either a meeting place, festival ground
or an amusement area. These areas must be kept free of obstruction at all
times, except with the permission of the President or Vice President.

ARTICLE 6°. - No games in particular ball games are to be played in the
community streets, in order that every Owner, or guest, may enter or leave
freely through the Communal entrances to the Urbanisation and to protect the
residents properties from accidental damage.

ARTICLE 7°. - All Owners, as well as their guests have the right to the use of
the Community facilities in a responsible manner. It is forbidden to make

excessive noise, including loud voices/laughter that may disturb or distress
the neighbours between the hours of midnight to 8.00am.

ARTICLE 8°. - All Owners, and their guests, must avoid 1littering the
Urbanisation. Any discarded rubbish must be placed daily in the refuse bins

provided. Rubbish bins should be used from 9 p.m.

ARTICLE 9°. - TIMETABLE AND RULES OF THE POOL AREA

These rules are for the safety and mutual enjoyment of the users of the
swimming pool and those residing in surrounding area.

e The opening hours of the pool will be as follows:
-  from April 1°° to September 30": 08:00-21:00
- from October 1°F to March 31%: 08:00-18:00

e The pool is not to be used whilst cleaning and quality control are
taking place, which where possible, will be done outside the pool
opening hours.

¢ The pool is for the exclusive use of the community Owners and their
guests. Admission will be by key only. One key will be available to
all owners, those having paid their Community charges may obtain
them from the President, and all others must contact Servigest
directly. The pool gates must always remain locked at all times.
Owners are reminded that keys are not transferable and may be
confiscated in the event of misuse and for non-payment of Community
Charges.

e It is obligatory to use the shower prior to entering the pool; no
soap, shampoo or other such products are to be used. Appropriate
swimwear to be worn in the pool area at all times, exceptions are
infants who are permitted to wear clean T-shirts. No topless bathing
is allowed.
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any time, except personal stereos.

e No pets to be admitted, no glass/metal objects/alcohol or food to be
taken into pool area, only plastic bottles of water allowed.

e All litter must be removed from the pool area.

e Smoking is not allowed in the vicinity of the enclosed pool area at
any time.

e No inflatables, floats, balls, boats or other items in the pool -
exemptions are children armbands and swimming aids.

e Children (under 12) and non-swimmers must be accompanied by an adult
swimmer (over 16 years of age) and are not allowed in the main pool
unsupervised. Children are the total responsibility of their
Parents/guardians and the civil responsibility of the Community
Insurance will be excluded in the event of inadequate supervision.

e Babies and infants must wear waterproof swim panties, other children
must wear a costume.

e Tt is forbidden to practice any activity that may disturb the other
users of the pool.

e No diving, bombing nor jumping into the pool.
e No parties within the swimming pool area.

e All those using the pool must obey the rules on the notice board in
the pool area.

e The President and Vice President have the authority to exclude, at
their discretion, any person or persons who abuse these rules and
are a nuisance to other users of the pool.

ARTICLE 10°. - The Owners and all guests and tenants must ensure that the
tranquillity and peace of the Urbanisation is not affected by excessive noise
from machinery, motorcycles, music players etc.

ARTICLE 11°. - Owners of dogs are responsible for their actions. and the
cleaning up after them in all areas of the Urbanisation. Barking or whining is
to be kept to a minimum.

ARTICLE 12°. - Owners are reminded that it is not permissible to wash or sweep
garden rubbish, animal excrement etc. onto the Urbanisation pathways or roads.
These are communal areas and should be treated as such. Excrements from all
pets in communal areas must be collected, bagged and disposed of in rubbish
bins by all owners at all times and without delay.

ARTICLE 13°. - It is prohibited to hang out from windows, over terraces or
balconies or boundary fencing any items of clothing (including towels and
swimwear), carpets, laundry etc. at the outer front of the property. It is

recommended that folding clothes lines be used for these purposes.

ARTICLE 14°. - Owners are expected to maintain their garden area and driveways
in a weed free and acceptable condition. Owners are also reminded that they
are responsible for ensuring their plants, trees and foliage do not encroach
onto the communal interior pathways. In the event of non-compliance with this
rule, pruning etc. will be done by the community with the charge levied on the
Owner of the property.

ARTICLE 15°. - It is not permitted to irrigate the garden or solarium outside
the hours determined by the regional or local Authorities (when water
restrictions apply) .

ARTICLE 16°. - For security reasons, all residents are responsible for
securing, both their own and communal property on the Urbanisation. All

gates, doors etc. must be closed after access via key or automatic door




[image: image4.jpg]ARTICLE 17°. - Light, telephone and TV cables must be laid through conduits,
according to - the Community’s regulations and other laws concerning this
matter. TV, satellite aerials or dishes and air conditioning units can be
erected on the solarium with written approval of neighbours.

ARTICLE 18°. - Awnings and canopies to be yellow and white for apartments (n
107 to n® 222), terracota and white for houses (n° 223 to n° 250).

ARTICLE 19°. - (As amended and approved on August 17 2007)
Constructions, modifications to properties: the following order must be
observed.

1.° o Advise the President of proposed work and seek information on
permissions required.

29, = Seek permission / agreement in writing from inmediate owners
(neighbours) affected.

39 .= If proposals to modify property are substancial they may need to be
submitted to the Ordinary General Meeting for approval.

4°.- Once approval of President / Ordinary General Meeting is obtained, plans

should be submitted to the Town Hall to obtain permission.

ARTICLE 20°. - No business are to operated from any of the properties within
the urbanization.

ARTICLE 21°. - It is an offence to verbally or physically abuse the President
or any other member of the committee.

ARTICLE 22°. - In the case of any infraction of the rules, the Administrator
(in accordance with Article 18 of the Horizontal Property Law) will invite the
Infractor, by certified document, to respect the current rules.

The Governing Committee, or any Owner, is authorised to call to the attention
of the Infractor any breach of the rules. In the case of the continuing of the
infractory behaviour, the Administrator and the Governing Committee will agree
the conformable legal actions (in accordance with Article 7.2 of the new law
of Modification on Horizontal Property of 18" March 1999, which allows judges
to return a verdict of actual eviction for a maximum term of three years
depending on the infraction).
