Pensions in Spain

Can my UK pension be paid to me while I am in another EEA country?

You can be paid a UK State Pension (with an extra amount if you are aged 80 or more), in any other EEA or agreement country. 

You will get the same as you would get in the UK. 

How will my pension be paid to me?

You will usually be paid straight into your bank or building society account in the UK or your bank account abroad, if you have one.
Or, if you wish, you can choose to have your pension paid by payable orders sent straight to you by post. 

Whichever you choose, payment is made every 4 or 13 weeks in arrears. And apparently it can also now be paid Weekly.

Winter Fuel Payments

As a result of recent changes, if you were entitled to a Winter Fuel Payment before leaving the UK you may now continue to receive your Winter Fuel Payment if you move to another EEA country.
